Traffic on Dumbreck Road

It has come to my attention that, once again, the often promised Seaward Street Diversion has been

delayed.

The possible use of Seaward Street to access the M8 West was discussed back in 1986 during the, Ayr Road Public Inquiry – Dumbreck Interchange.
Dumbreck Road, between Mosspark Boulevard and Paisley Road West, has had traffic problems since

at least 1979, or before, due to the M8 slip roads at its north end. 
The Herald newspaper published recently, 07th March, an article on the proposed third road bridge over the Firth of Forth at Kincardine. Apparently this project was, quote ‘first mooted four years ago by the then transport minister Iain Gray’, un-quote.

Also interesting was the figure quoted of ‘about 24,700 vehicles a day ‘, using this crossing.
This was expected to fall to around 6,500 a day when the new bridge is open.

I repeat again that the village of Eaglesham on the B764 has had a by-pass constructed to relieve it of 10,000 vehicles passing through day and night. (Figures from, Evening Times February 18th 2000)
The recorded 5 day (Mon; to Fri ;) average traffic flow on Dumbreck Road - B768 varies from 21,851 to 30,024 vehicles.

This was recorded between December 2005 and March 2006.

Also, during March to May 2005 a high of 32, 662 vehicles were recorded on Dumbreck Road.

Traffic figures for Dumbreck Road are provided by the Scottish Executive. 

All of these vehicles are traversing the only residential part of Dumbreck Road, that is, between Mosspark Boulevard and Paisley Road West. 
.
The local environment is not only blighted by the volume of traffic but also by the intense and incessant associated noise.
I doubt if members of the Scottish Executive involved with this issue have any understanding of what  having up to 32,662 vehicles passing ones door on one day can be like, nor to have experienced the rumbling of 2,404 passing Heavy Goods Vehicles (HGV’s) per day, accompanied with the sound of booming and banging emanating from the container frames.

Also, other Dumbreck residents living in streets and avenues leading off Dumbreck Road are plagued
by daily ‘Rat-Runs’ as vehicles try to avoid the congestion on this road.

So, after some twenty years or more of traffic problems on Dumbreck Road the Scottish Executive

appear to continue in prolonging this situation. 

On several occasions through earlier meetings and communications with representatives of the Scottish Executive, members of the Community Council felt more up-beat from the information received that work on the Seaward Street diversion would have commenced earlier.

Sadly as time and events have shown, this has proved to be false.

It would appear that some members of the Scottish Executive are quite happy to play mind games with the residents of Dumbreck over the Seaward Street Diversion.

 i.e.; it’s on, it’s off, it’s on, no – sorry, it is off again.
Until visible evidence is displayed of work having commenced at Seaward Street I shall remain

sceptical of further communications from Victoria Quay on announcing a start date.

Having been involved in communication with both local and national government representatives over the past six years on this issue, my faith on the sincerity and honesty of statements made by both has diminished.
However, I shall continue to communicate with the Scottish Executive and Glasgow City Council for a major reduction of traffic levels on Dumbreck Road, adjoining streets and avenues.
